Firstly we wish to welcome all new and returning players and families to the Port Kennedy Soccer Club. We try to portray our club as being family orientated where all players get a fair go. Below is an overview of what is required prior to the season starting.

Prior to registration all new player registrations will be required to supply proof of age, either a birth certificate or other official document showing age.

Before a player is fully registered, Full payment of FEES is required prior to the first match (unless special arrangements have been made). Note: in accordance with Football West regulations, no player may play if not registered, also none payment may result in losing their place in that team.

Club shorts, socks & jacket (as required) will be provided once full payment has been received and items are in stock.

Initial training will commence at 4.30 pm at Koorana Reserve on the following days for juniors:- 

12 to 14 
Tuesday 21st Feb

GIRLS 11 to 15 
Wednesday 22nd Feb

15 to 16 years
Friday 24th Feb

9 to 11 years 
Tuesday 28th Feb

6 to 8 years 
Tuesday 6th March
(Note: Training times may change once teams have been selected and coaches identified). 

Each player will require suitable footwear/soccer boots, shin guards and a water bottle. Players will train together in their respective age groups for the last two weeks of March. Players should be placed into teams (if not done already) by Friday 30th March, the number of teams will depend on the number of children and the availability of coaches. You must understand that we can only have as many teams as there are coaches. If any teams are without a coach, a parent will be asked to coach; we will endeavour to get that parent on a coaching course, if they require one.

Note: where required the club will refund the cost incurred for Working With Children checks. Upon receipt of the WWC card, contact the secretary with copies of your card and receipt.

If due to numbers, especially in the older age groups, some players may find they do not make a team, this is unfortunate but team numbers are limited. If this happens and the player/parents agree, the club will keep their contact details in case a place comes available. (A full refund will only be given in this instance).
I hope this has made some things clearer to you and when we make the “hard decisions”, you will understand why we have done so. Just remember we all do this on a volunteer basis for the player’s enjoyment of the game of soccer.
